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Installing the timer

Carefully remove the back of the timer by placing a flat head
screwdriver into the slots on the bottom of the unit and push to
release.

Unplug the cable connector from the back of the timer screen.

Connect the Thermorail towel rail to the timer as seen in the
below wiring diagram.

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Installing the timer

Please note the timer is a 240Volt unit, so both the input and
output voltage is 240Volt and it DOES NOT have a transformer
incorporated in the unit. For a low voltage towel rail, the towel
rail needs to be wired directly to a suitably rated transformer. A
lead from the 240Volt side of the transformer is then wired into
terminals 3 & 4 of the timer, so the transformer is positioned
between the towel rail and the timer.

Screw the back plate of the timer to the electrical plate.

Plug the cable connector into the back of the timer screen and
connect the screen to the back of the timer.

If programming all 7 days to the same schedule, press and hold
the \V/ button for about 5 seconds to select all 7 days.

The time for P1 will flash. This is the first ON period for the day.

Use the /\ \/ to adjust the time the heated towel rail will turn
on in the morning.

Press® and the ON / OF will flash.
Using the /\ \v/ select ON for P1.

Press ®to set period 2, which is when the rail will turn off.
Use the /\ \V/ to adjust the time.

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Factory Reset

Press (1) to turn the timer off
Press and the hold @ until 04is displayed
Press and hold \/ for approx. 5 seconds

Turn the timer back on to setup the program
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Temporary override

Turning the timer onto temporary override will allow the timer to
be operated on manual until the next programmed period.

In schedule mode, press the /\ \and the ON/OFF display
will flash.

Use /\ \to adjust the desired setting and press @to
confirm.

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Holiday Mode

This timer does not have a dedicated holiday mode. To suspend
the heating schedule for a period of time turn the timer off using
the (1) button.

This will ensure the heating schedule is held and then to resume
the heating schedule press the (1) button.
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To lock the key pad, press and hold the () for 5 seconds or
until the mo displays. To unlock press and hold the (1) until
the mo0 disappears.
